Vs.

Advait & State of Shambala

Proposition

Nayantara Rao was born in 1995 in Arkasha Nagar, a thriving metropolitan area in the State
of Shambala. From an early age, she excelled in academics, securing gold medals in sociology
and obtaining her MPhil from Shambala National University. Her professional dedication saw
her appointed as an Assistant Professor in the Department of Sociology at her alma mater by

2018.

During her postgraduate studies in 2013, Nayantara met Advait Sharma, then pursuing his
Master’s in Computer Applications. Their intellectual compatibility grew into a romantic
relationship that culminated in marriage on June 20, 2018, under the Shambala Special
Marriages Act, 1976. Their wedding was a modest function attended by immediate family
and close friends at the Arkasha Nagar Registrar’s office. Post-marriage, they moved into a

rented apartment in Prabhat Colony, Arkasha Nagar.

Initially, their married life was harmonious. Nayantara continued her lectureship, inspiring
undergraduate and master’s students with her feminist research projects, while Advait was
working as a software engineer at Orion Tech Systems Pvt Ltd, earning significant increments
every appraisal cycle. Their social media presence projected an image of an aspirational

millennial couple balancing careers and relationship goals.
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In January 2020, Advait’s father passed away due to a cardiac arrest. This loss deeply affected
Advait’s mother, Meera Sharma, who began spending extended periods with them. By June
2020, she permanently shifted to their apartment. With the COVID-19 lockdown and work-
from-home culture intensifying domestic proximity, cracks began emerging in Nayantara and
Advait’s relationship. Advait began accusing Nayantara of neglecting household duties,
criticising her focus on academic conferences and research publications. Nayantara often
returned late from department meetings, resulting in arguments escalating over trivial

domestic chores and responsibilities.

Despite their differences, in December 2022, Nayantara conceived and gave birth to a
daughter, Arya, in March 2023. The birth brought temporary reconciliation, with both sides
celebrating Arya’s arrival. However, within three months, conflicts resumed when Advait
insisted Nayantara resign from her teaching post to care for Arya full-time. Nayantara refused,
citing her professional passion and financial independence as essential to her identity.
Advait’s mother reinforced his demands, stating that Nayantara was ‘selfish’ and ‘career-

obsessed,’ unfit to raise a child in a traditional Shambala household.

Tensions escalated when Nayantara began receiving strange calls and messages in June 2023.
Friends, colleagues, and extended relatives contacted her, expressing concern over obscene
posts appearing on a social media account bearing her name. Nayantara was shocked to
discover an Instagram handle titled ‘NayaRaoSecretLife’, displaying semi-nude photos of
women (none of which were hers) but captioned with her full name, professional designation,
and offensive remarks implying she was engaged in prostitution and extramarital affairs.
Further, screenshots of private academic WhatsApp conversations with male colleagues
discussing upcoming seminars were sent anonymously to her in-laws and select faculty,

insinuating she was involved in immoral relationships.

Humiliated and mentally devastated, Nayantara approached the Arkasha Nagar Cyber Crime
Police Station, filing a complaint under the Shambala Information Technology Act, 2008.
Preliminary investigation by the Cyber Crime Cell revealed that her mobile phone was
embedded with spyware called ‘InvisiTrack’ since January 2023, which enabled real-time
monitoring of her messages, emails, calls, and location. The IP addresses used for creating

the fake Instagram account and uploading the defamatory content were traced to Advait’s
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office system at Orion Tech Systems. Nayantara’s forensic report indicated daily spyware

updates from Advait’s official laptop linked to their home Wi-Fi.

When confronted, Advait denied any involvement, dismissing the allegations as 'another
feminist drama' to defame him. He argued that IP addresses could be spoofed, and hundreds
of employees worked at Orion Tech, making such tracing inconclusive. Advait claimed he
lacked technical knowledge to install spyware and asserted that Nayantara was mentally
unstable, driven by paranoia, and unfit to raise Arya. He contended that Nayantara neglected
Arya’s needs, prioritising her lectures and conferences, often leaving the infant with domestic

help for long hours.

Traumatised by the betrayal, Nayantara filed for divorce under Section 13(1)(ia) of the
Shambala Hindu Marriage Act, 1955, on grounds of mental cruelty, seeking sole custody of
Arya under the Shambala Guardians and Wards Act, 1890, and protection orders, residence
rights, and compensation under the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence Act, 2005.
She also pursued criminal proceedings under Sections 66E (violation of privacy), 67
(publishing obscene content), and 72 (breach of confidentiality) of the Shambala Information
Technology Act, 2008, alongside defamation and criminal intimidation charges under

Sections 499, 500, and 506 of the Shambala Penal Code, 1860.

The Family Court granted Nayantara interim custody of Arya, recognising the child's need
for maternal care, with visitation rights granted to Advait on alternate weekends. Meanwhile,
the Cyber Crime Cell filed a charge sheet against Advait under the IT Act and IPC provisions.
During these proceedings, Nayantara secured a prestigious postdoctoral fellowship at the
University of New Seville, United States, to begin in January 2024. She filed an urgent
petition before the Family Court seeking permission to relocate to the US with Arya, arguing
that her fellowship would enhance Arya’s future prospects, educational environment, and

socio-economic stability.

Advait strongly opposed the relocation, filing for joint custody, claiming Arya would be
alienated from her cultural roots and paternal family, damaging her psychological
development. He argued that the relocation was Nayantara’s ploy to sever his parental bond

with Arya permanently, depriving her of a balanced upbringing.
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The Family Court reserved orders on the relocation petition, while the Supreme Court of
Shambala admitted Nayantara’s appeal for divorce, child custody, and cybercrime
adjudication, tagging all matters for consolidated hearing given their intertwined factual

matrix.

Issues for Consideration

1. Whether Nayantara is entitled to divorce on the ground of cruelty under Section 13(1)(ia)
of the Shambala Hindu Marriage Act, 1955, in light of Advait’s alleged acts of cyber
stalking, defamation and mental harassment?

2. Whether Advait’s actions constitute offences under the Shambala Information
Technology Act, 2008 (Sections 66E, 67, and 72) and the Shambala Penal Code, 1860
(Sections 499, 500, and 506)?

3. Whether electronic evidence obtained from Advait’s office systems are admissible as
evidence under Section 65B of the Shambala Evidence Act, 18727

4. Whether Nayantara’s proposed relocation to the United States with Arya serves the best
interest and welfare of the child under Section 7 of the Shambala Guardians and Wards
Act, 1890, and whether Advait is entitled to joint custody or to restrain such relocation,
keeping in view of the constitutional right to privacy under Article 21 of the Shambala

Constitution?
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
